 These Bidding Documents have been prepared for use by Medical Teaching Institutions (MTI), 
Mardan Medical Complex (MMC) Mardan and their implementing entities in the procurement of goods 
through National Competitive Bidding (NCBs) in light of KP-PPRA Rules 2014. 
 
 
 In order to simplify the preparation of bidding documents for each procurement, the Bidding 
Documents are grouped in two parts based on provisions which would remain the same for every 
procurement and that which are specific for each procurement. Provisions which are intended to be used 
unchanged are in Part one, which includes Section I, Instructions to Bidders, and Section II, General 
Conditions of Contract. Data and provisions specific to each procurement and contract are included in Part 
Two which is further organized into six sections.  Sections I, II, III, IV ,and V,  respectively contain Invitation 
for Bids; Bid Data Sheet; Special Conditions of Contract; Schedule of Requirements; Technical 
Specifications; and the forms to be used, while Section VI  is about Sample Forms. 
 
 
 This is Part one which is fixed and contains provisions which are to be used unchanged. Each 
section is prepared with notes intended only as information for the Procuring Entity or the person drafting 
the bidding documents. They shall not be included in the final documents.

Instructions to Bidders 
 
 

Notes on the Instructions to Bidders 
 
 

This section of the bidding documents provides the information necessary for bidders to prepare 
responsive bids, in accordance with the requirements of the Procuring Entity. It also provides information 
on bid submission, opening, and evaluation, and on the award of contract. 

 
Part One Section I contains provisions that are to be used unchanged. Part Two Section II (Bid Data Sheet) 
consists of provisions that supplement, amend, or specify in detail information or requirements included in 
Part One Section I and which are specific to each procurement. 

 
 
Matters governing the performance of the Supplier, payments under the contract, or matters affecting the 
risks, rights, and obligations of the parties under the contract are not normally included in this section, but 
rather under Part one Section II, General Conditions of Contract, and/or Part Two Section III, Special 
Conditions of Contract. If duplication of a subject is inevitable in the other sections of the document 
prepared by the Procuring Entity, care must be exercised to avoid contradictions between clauses dealing 
with the same matter.

A. Introduction 
 
1. Source of

1.1 The Procuring Entity has received/applied for

24.1 The Procuring Entity will examine the bids to determine whether 
they are complete, whether any computational errors have been 
made, whether required sureties have been furnished, whether 
the documents have been properly signed, and whether the bids 
are generally in order. 
 

 24.2 Arithmetical errors will be rectified on the following basis. If there 
is a discrepancy between the unit price and the total price that is 
obtained by multiplying the unit price and quantity, the unit price 
shall prevail, and the total price shall be corrected. If the Supplier 
does not accept the correction of the errors, its bid will be 
rejected, and its bid security may be forfeited. If there is a 
discrepancy between words and figures, the amount in words will 
prevail.
